Chief Mingee mentioned that a large percentage of time this month was spent on developing a new Memorandum of Understanding between the Fire District and the Carpinteria-Summerland Firefighters Association.  The Chief provided an update regarding the Battalion Chiefs recruitment process.  Chief Mingee stated that the District has received the Federal funds from the Healthy Forest Act.  The Chief indicated that the District was contacted by the Santa Barbara County Certified Unified Permitting Agency (CUPA) and informed that the District’s practice of inspecting regulated facilities for business plans and hazardous material inventory is a responsibility of the County.  He added that the District will need to apply to the CUPA for a Participating Agency (PA) designation.  Chief Mingee stated that new window covers have been ordered for Station 2, as Cal-Trans have removed vegetation that created a noise and light reduction behind the Station.
